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Jesus said to them, ‘Follow me’—and they did. And oh the stories they could tell! 

Summer makes me think of camp. And camp makes me remember my days as a counselor at Camp Trexler. 
One hundred boys and thirty staff members—no Calumet, but a good sized group of guys. Some of the kids 
were from the suburbs of Long Island, and some were city kids. We had a great time, and seriously, it’s amaz-
ing that all of us survived it. But we did. (Except the camp itself—it closed in 1986.) 

You see, this was back in the 70’s and 80’s when camp life was more 
rough and tumble. The politically correct, self-esteem building, touchy 
feely, trust fall type programming was just making its way into camp 
consciousness, but hadn’t reached us yet. We were, in a word, wild. 
Not in a bad way. Unruly and impulsive, we lived in the moment. It 
was a blast. 

And oh, the stories I could tell you! 

I’m going to a reunion of Trexler counselors this month. We all got 
back in touch with each other via Facebook and decided to meet up in 
Harriman State Park, home to about twenty-five camps built during 
the depression. They still hold the annual summer camp canoe regatta 
there. Trexler won the coveted McManus trophy about 15 years in a row, back in the day. I’m looking forward 
to seeing the guys again. 

Everyone has what I call a “core experience” in their life. Something that they did or lived through that was the 
foundational moment for them. The Peace Corps, summers on the farm, college—whatever grabbed hold of 
you and still effects your worldview. Camp was my core experience. It has shaped me and guided me, and 
contributed greatly to my decision to enter the ministry. As it has with about eighty percent of clergy today. 

Some of our Messiah kids went to Calumet this past month. They had a blast. (A much less rowdy one than I.) 
They swam, did crafts, learned songs, and got closer to Jesus. Maybe their experience was similar to the disci-
ples, who followed Jesus down many a dusty path and slept out under the stars often. All but one of the twelve 
went into ministry. 

Who knows? Maybe one day one or more of those Messiah kids might follow Jesus in this way. Isn’t that a 
good enough reason to support our camps and campers? Isn’t that a reminder that we should be looking for the 
Spirit’s presence and call in all our youngsters?

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Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, 

The time has come for immigration reform in the United States. Yes, the issues are complex and not easily resolved. It is un-
derstandable that people are wary of engaging this politically and emotionally charged issue. 

Yet it would be tragic if we withdrew as people of faith and our voices fell silent. We have an opportunity for evangelical witness 
to our faith in God who is present in the stranger and calls us to extend hospitality. "Welcome one another, therefore, just as 
Christ has welcomed you, for the glory of God" (Romans 15:7 NRSV). 

The biblical witness is clear. The distinctions that so often divide humankind are overcome in Christ. By grace through faith on 
account of Christ we are joined together in a radically inclusive community. "For in Christ Jesus you are all children of God 
through faith. As many of you as were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ. There is no longer Jew or 
Greek, there is no longer slave or free, there is no longer male and female; for all of you are one in Christ Jesus" (Galatians 
3:26-28). 

Because God mercifully extends gracious hospitality in restoring us to community, we have a clear calling. That call is heard in 
God's command to the people of Israel, "You shall also love the stranger, for you were strangers in the land of Egypt. ... Then 
you, together with the Levites and the aliens who reside among you, shall celebrate with all the bounty that the Lord your God 
has given to you and to your house" (Deuteronomy 10:19; 26:11). 

Most, but not all, Lutherans in the United States are the descendants of immigrants or are recent immigrants. Others are de-
scendants of slaves brought to this country or people who lived here before the arrival of the first Europeans and Africans. Our 
personal histories and faith stories are of an immigrant people moving in search of freedom, opportunity and safety. 

The Evangelical Lutheran Church in America is being renewed by the faith and witness of new and recent immigrants. This 
year 23 of 41 new ELCA ministry starts will be in immigrant communities, and more than 100 African national ministries have 
begun in the past three years. 

We cannot welcome people into the ELCA, however, without caring about their lives, their concerns and their experiences as 
newcomers in this country. For that reason the ELCA repeatedly has affirmed the biblical witness and our shared experience, 
culminating in an affirmation by the 2009 Churchwide Assembly "that the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America and Lu-
theran Immigration and Refugee Service (LIRS) are committed to work toward comprehensive [immigration] reform that bal-
ances respect for the law with the recognition of due process and respect for humanitarian principles." Stating that "the nation's 
immigration system is broken, and Congress and the administration must work together to find a just and humane solution 
while assuring orderly migration," LIRS identifies four foundational values for immigration reform: 

· Keeping families together 
· maintaining basic human and worker rights 
· helping our new neighbors come out of the shadows 
· seeking a path to permanence for our new neighbors 

As you serve in your communities, I commend to you resources for study and action (Toward Compassionate, Just, and Wise 
Immigration Reform [2009] and other resources), the voices of immigrant families and believers, and the witness of the Scrip-
tures.  

The concluding words of the Message on Immigration (1998) remind us "that all of us in the Church of Jesus Christ are so-
journers, 'For here we have no lasting city, but we are looking for the city that is to come' (Hebrews 13:14). As we journey to-
gether through the time God has given us, may God give us the grace of a welcoming heart and an overflowing love for the 
new neighbors among us."
